4. We need permission by a supervisor to leave the playground.

* We play soccer only on the soccer field and grass areas.

* We adhere to the soccer schedule.

 We absolutely obey the STOP Rule at all times.

 We do not throw objects.

 We treat our recess toys with care and return them at the end of
recess.

* We quickly line up with our class and remain in line.

 We stay on the walkway during a "Walkway Recess.”

* We quietly keep busy in our classroom during “Rain Recess.”

 We do not play in flower beds, bushes and trees.

 We avoid icy patches in the winter.

* The concrete benches in front of the cafeteria are solely intended
as seats.

 We only step onto the balconies of the main building in case
of emergency and accompanied by a teacher.

 We wait behind the green line at dismissal.

 We return to the Elementary School if we are not picked up.
